“The enlightenment, the moment of “human rationalism” that overtook European thought in the 18th century and 19th centuries, was characterized by “tolerance”, a “hope” for “social progress” through the “rational” structuring of society, and confidence in “science” and the benevolence of “human nature”…This growing attitude of “toleration” was, in part, a reaction against the religious “intolerance” that was inherited from the “Reformation” of the 16th century. The Enlightenment mood in “progress through science and the natural benevolence of humanity had its roots in the “scientific achievements” of 16th century and the “rejection of the doctrine of original sin”. Those who rallied to the cause for these beliefs were the “philosophes”…The “philosophes” were a sort of loose cosmopolitan community, a group of “thinkers” committed to free inquiry and the “free” exchange of “critical thought”…The sort of “contractual rationalism” is peculiar to the “English Enlightenment”…maintained that “rational laws” could be applied to government and society so that the greatest good could be achieved for the greatest number of people.”        -The Dictionary of Global Culture
